Symbolic Action 
Hope, Peace Joy, and Love. These are the 
words we used throughout Advent to remind 
us of the coming of Christ into the world. With 
these same words let us make the connection 
between the birth and the death/resurrection 
of Christ.  
 
After the prayer, you may come forward and 
light a candle in someone’s honor or memory; 
you may write a note about someone’s suffer-
ing and attach it to the cross; or you may hang 
flowers on the cross to symbolize new life in 
Christ.  
 
L: Let us pray: Father, we thank you for what 
you have given us in Jesus Christ— a chance 
for a new beginning, a new world that is as 
good as you created it to be.  
P: Hear our prayers, O Lord, as we remem-
ber those who still suffer, who still live in 
fear, whose world is far from the good  
creation you intended.
